We
have been given two Boiler feed pumps
from the Earnslaw , which were the original
feed pumps dating back to 1912. Both are
Worthington, one vertical 71/2 x 41/2 x10.
The other is smaller and horizontal, 51/2 x
31/2 x5. Both these pumps are in excellent
condition and will suit our boiler better than
the small pump feeding it now. They are
currently in my workshop being coupled
together to run as a working pair, as at the
moment we have no backup pump. Thanks
for these goes to our Southland member,
Linton Strang. Also congratulations to
him on becoming qualified to an Engineer
position on the TSS Earnslaw. You well
deserve this position, Linton, especially as
you have devoted 13 years to shovelling
coal and helping out where required. Good
luck Linton, from your qualifying Engineer,
Peter Boyes.

The wool spin dryer ex. LLake
Coleridge Station is now operational,
and thanks to the work that Brendan has put
into this project to make this corner of the
Steam Hall look as original as it was in the
1920s. The Triple Engine from the Ngamotu
